Very long time ago it is supposed that where the city of Santa Marinella at the present is, there was
an old Etruscan town or at least a fortress and it sounds strange the romans writers do not mention
its existence.

We suppose that when the Romans came in these sites the town was extinguished already or they
destroyed it during the conquest.

In any case during the roman period this land became an important place of relax and joy.

In the Pentigenerian table Santa Marinella was named “ Statio ad Punicum” and it's placed just
between PYRGY ( Santa Severa) and Castrum Novum ( Torre Chiaruccia, on the promontory of Capo
Linaro )their town walls rests are still visible.

At the end of the roman empire, the coast was invaded by The Barbarians and Saracines that is why
Pope Pio V was forced to issue an act in which it was declared that the coast-line from Terracina to
Civitavecchia had to be defended by Towers. The most famous named Santa Marinella, was built at
the entrance of the port of Punicum in the small village dated 1000 d.c. built by Basilian monks
devoted to Santa Marina.

Around the XVI century the property of Santa Marinella territories passed to the St. Spirit Hospital in
Sassia and than to the Barberini's which built the castle around the original tower and the small
harbour aside.

The 18, may 1773 the property passed again to the St. Spirit Hospital given by Clemente XIIl, The act
can be read at the Pio Istitute’s palace in Rome, in 1887 all the area was bought by Odescalchi's, the
present owners of the castle.

Santa Marinella used to be the king Vittorio Emanuela Il and his doughter lolanda’s favourite
residence, Faruk the king of Egipt spent here his first exile years, Mr. Rossellini and the beautiful
Ingrid Bergman were at home in here, Anna Fougez spent here her last years.

Guglielmo Marconi was really affectionated to this place, into Chiaruccia tower he made the most
important experiments of his career.

From the 1910 a building development has started, never stopped,

but at that age, beautiful liberty stile villas were erected, a picturesque small harbour aside
Odescalchi castle was completed and because of the large variety of flowers grown the nick name
“ Lazio flowers Riviera" was created.

Santa Marinella lies on a peculiar position, unique along the coast of the county, it stands on the
rocky promontory of Capo Linaro , looks at south, sheltered from northern winds by Tolfa mountains
and because of this, it has a pleasant mild climate all year round offering long and healthy stays
breathing iodine from the vast poseidonian fields of its sea ground.

Nowadays Santa Marinella has reached his top: Itis considered one of the most attractive and healthy
beach resort of the west coast of Italy : Itis reasonably called
“THE PEARL OF MEDITERRANEAN SEA “

The archaeological site of Pyrgi and the Castle of Santa Severa are one of the most important
archaeological and historical areas along the Tyrrhenian coast.

During the ancient Etruscan Age Pyrgi was one of the mostimportant harbours, used also by Greeks
and Phoenicians.

These are other interesting places to visit:

Villa romana delle Grottacce

-Stele of Apollo’s bridge with inscriptions of Emperors Settimio Severo and Caracalla.

-Roman bridge of Via Roma

-Roman Bridge of Largo Impero

-Roman bridge of Vignacce

-Punicum villa of Ulpiano, the Odescalchi’s Castle.Archeological area of Castrum Novum:Roman
villa and fish-pool of Guardiole.

-Etruscan temple and Roman villa of Punta della Vipera.

-Fish-pool of Punta della Vipera.

-Etruscan town in Castellina del Marangone

These sites are included in the itineraries of the project ARCHEODROMO
The museum was created in 1993 and it has not been completed yet.

Itisincluded in the castle of Santa Severa in the rooms named “La Polveriera” ( didactic section ), “Il
Caminetto” ( expository section ), “La Casa dei Somari” ( laboratory of archaeology ).

La Polveriera was created to show visitors the town's most interesting places- from a historical-
archaeological point of view-, the history of Pyrgi and Santa Severa and the specific subjects of the
museum such as: the ancient life on the sea, the marine and submarine archaeological research.

Punicum, Ulpiano’s villa and Odescalchi’s Castle

Punicum was an Etruscan town, born on an easy
landing place, well sheltered from winds and streams.
Under the Roman Empire a big and maritime villa was
built and provided with a harbour and many plants for
fish culture.

Possibly, the villa was acquired by the famous consul
Ulpiano at the beginning of the Ill century a.C.

Among the ruins of the villa are cryptoporticos, open
porticoes, facing the sea, and thermae with rich mosaic
and statuary decorations - now placed in different
museums and private collections.

These are the statues of Ulpiano's villa:

Fidias's statue of Athena Parthenos: (Vsec.b.C.).

This 182 centimetres high marble sculpture can be traced back to the Il century b.C. It was found in

the Odescalchis’ castle in 1952, while its head had been found in 1895 near Villa Sacchetti.

Statue of Apollo:
a new elaboration of a Greek statue - maybe Leochares’s Apollo (Il century
b.C) - this statue, belonging to the | century b.C., was found in Villa
Simonettiin 1957. i
Statue of Dionysius and Pan:
a Roman reproduction of a Greek original. It belongs to the IV century b.C.
and it was influenced by Prassitele's style. It was found in 1895 near Villa
Sacchetti (since 1907 it has been in Ny Carlsberg Glyptotek in
Copenhagen).
Two Statues of Meleagro:
one of them is a Roman reproduction of a Skopas’ s Greek statue IV
century b.C.). It was found during the excavations of 1838; the other one is
a Roman copy of a Greek original of the middle of the IV century b.C. It was
found near Villa Sacchetti in 1895 ( since 1926 it has been in Arthur M.
Sackler Museum in Cambridge).

In the Xl century, on the ruins of the ancient Punicum and of Ulpiano’s villa was built a small town,
defended by a cylindrical tower ( maybe ordered by the Earls of Tuscia) , provided with a place for the
worship of Saint Marina and kept by the monks of Basilio's order.

During the following centuries a castle was erected around the old cylindrical tower ( XV century )
and it was subsequently fortified with bastions. In 1634 Pope Urbano VIl began the construction of
a big harbour which should have diverted the naval traffic from Civitavecchia to S. Marinella: this
work was never completed.

The Odescalchis’ castle, with its peculiar structure of one central tower surrounded by three angular
towers, and the near town of fishermen and hunters controlled the harbour and the coast below
almost until the present day.
